TROUBLE CHECK POSSIBLE SOLUTIONS

Cord must be plugged into a 3-wire
Not plugged in outlet that is protected by a GFCI or
the supplied Evolution Control Box.

Reset GFCI. If GFCI will not reset or
trips immediately, unplug the pump
& lights and reset GFCI. If GFCI will
still not reset, there may be a problem
with the Evolution Control Box or
the incoming power. If the GFCI
resets, plug the pump in the Evolution
Control Box. If the GFCI trips, there
may be a problem with the pump cord.
If the GFCI holds, plug in the optional
light kit.
